A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ETNA
APPROVING THE EXTENSION OF WATER SERVICE TO RESIDENTIAL

PROPERTY LOCATED OUTSIDE CITY LIMITS AT 1107 SAWYERS BAR ROAD

(APN 023-500-390)

WHEREAS, the City of Etna has received a landowner petition from Steve Potts,
owner of 1107 Sawyers Bar Road (APN 023-500-390), to extend water service to the
property; and

WHEREAS, the property is zoned for single-family residential use and is proposed
for development with a single-family dwelling; and

WHEREAS, in contracting for city water service, the property owner would be
obligated to all terms and conditions in the City of Etna Municipal Code applicable to the
provision of the service, including service rate fees; and

WHEREAS, the property owner will be responsible for the cost of all improvements,
including construction and installation; and

WHEREAS, the City of Etna has adequate water capacity to serve the property for
which the service is requested without negatively impacting services to its existing
customers; and

WHEREAS, the Siskiyou Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCo) is the lead
agency for the project pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and
the City of Etna is a responsible agency; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined independently and in consultation with
Siskiyou LAFCo that the extension of wastewater service to 1107 Sawyers Bar Road is
ministerial and would not have a significant impact on the environment and is therefore
exempt from CEQA pursuant to Sections 15268(b)(4), 15300.1,15061(b)(3) of the CEQA
Guidelines; and

WHEREAS, on August 22, 2022, the City of Etna City Council considered Mr. Potts’
request to extend water service to 1107 Sawyers Bar Road prior to reaching its decision.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Etna City Council does
hereby approve the request to extend water service to 1107 Sawyers Bar Road.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Etna City Council requests approval
of an out of areas service agreement from Siskiyou LAFCo so that it may extend water
service to 1107 Sawyers Bar Road.

BACKGROUND:

The City of Etna has received a landowner petition from Steve Potts to extend water service to a 3.89-
acre parcel located approximately 600 feet south of city limits at 1107 Sawyers Bar Road (APN 023-500-
390). The parcel for which water service is requested is vacant, zoned for single-family residential use,
and is proposed for development with a single-family dwelling. A water meter is currently in place to serve
the property.

In reviewing Mr. Potts’ request, planning staff confirmed with the Public Works Department that the City
has adequate capacity to extend water service to Mr. Potts’ property without negatively impacting existing
customers. Prior to extending water service, however, the City must obtain approval from the Siskiyou
Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCo) for an out of area service agreement (OASA). This is
because Mr. Potts’ property is situated outside city limits and cities can only extend services outside their
boundaries with Local Agency Formation Commission authorization (Government Code Section 56133).

As part of the City’s application to LAFCo for an OASA on behalf of Mr. Potts, the City must include a
resolution adopted by the City Council agreeing to the provision of service being requested. Accordingly,
a draft resolution agreeing to the provision of water service is included for the City Council’s consideration
as Attachment A.

ENVIRONMENTAL RECOMMENDATION:

Because the project site is located outside city limits and because discretion of whether to approve the
OASA rests with LAFCo, LAFCo is the lead agency under the California Environmental Quality Act
(CEQA). The City is considered a responsible agency under CEQA. Therefore, LAFCo will ultimately
determine the appropriate level of environmental review for the project. However, as a responsible
agency under CEQA, the City must make a CEQA determination as well.

In discussing the project with LAFCo staff, is understood that LAFCo staff will likely make the
determination that the project is ministerial and therefore exempt from environmental review pursuant to
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
