Ambulance Director Terri Arrwood reported that EMS Week and the Blood Drive was a
success. CHP gave a training with child and seats. Arrwood has been working on medical bags
for the PD and making sure first aid equipment is up to date.

PUBLIC HEARING: Amendment to Title 17 Zoning of the Etna Municipal Code, 2021

— ———Planning Fee Study. - e _ —

Mayor Tarne opened the Public Hearing at 6:47 pm.

City Planner Richard Tinsman described the amendment to Title 17, Zoning, of the City
of Etna Municipal Code to establish regulations for accessory dwelling units (ADUs) and junior
accessory dwelling units (JADUs) consistent with state law. This would repeal Section
17.34.220, Second Units in Single-Family and Multifamily Residential Zones, and add Chapter
17.52, Accessory Dwelling Units.

Councilmember Gilmore commented that growth in Etna needs to balance with the City’s
water supply. Mayor Tarne shared concerns with establishing residency in RVs in front yards.
Tinsman explained that you are not allowed to live in RVs unless you are in an RV Park, or
Mobile Home Park.

Tinsman stated that he does not see any problems with amending Title 17.

Councilmember Munson asked if a project for a 500 square foot project would require
permits. Tinsman explained that JADUs must be inside the dwelling, have owner occupancy,
and would need to have separate appliances.

Councilmember Trost moved to approve Ordinance 220, Gilmore seconded, and the
motion passed. ’ B

Tinsman introduced the second part of the Public Hearing regarding the City of Etna Fee
Schedule. He recommends that the City Council adopts Ordinance 221 amending Section
18.12.020, Environmental Assessment Fee, and Section 18.12.030, Environmental Impact Report
Fee, of the Etna Municipal Code to Establish and Update Planning Fees by Resolution of the
City Council; and adopt Resolution 2021-008, a Resolution of the City Council of the City of
Etna Establishing Fees for Planning Services and Accessory Dwelling Units and repealing
Resolution 662.

Mayor Tarne moved to approve the 2021 Planning Fee Study and adopt Ordinance 221,
and Resolution 2021-008. Gilmore seconded and the motion passed.

| OVERVIEW

Following a duly noticed public hearing at a regularly scheduled meeting of the City of Etna City Council
on June 7, 2021, Ordinance 220 was introduced for adoption, with Mayor Tarne providing a first reading
of Ordinance 220 by title only. The public hearing and first reading of Ordinance 220 now complete, the
ordinance requires a second reading for adoption. Once adopted, Ordinance 220 becomes effective 30

days later.

| ENVIRONMENTAL RECOMMENDATION |

As discussed in the June 7" staff report and at the public hearing, the projectis exempt from the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Public Resources Code (PRC) Section 21080.17. A
finding to this effect is included in Ordinance 220.

' SUGGESTED MOTION

I move that we determine the project is exempt from CEQA pursuant to PRC Section 21080.17, that we
waive the second reading or Ordinance 220, and that we adopt Ordinance 220 amending Title 17, Zoning,
to establish regulations for accessory dwelling units and junior accessory dwelling units consistent with

state law.

ORDINANCE 220

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ETNA
ADDING CHAPTER 17.52, ACCESSORY DWELLING UNITS, TO THE ETNA
MUNICIPAL CODE, REPEALING SECTION 17.34.220, SECOND UNITS IN SINGLE-
FAMILY AND MULTIFAMILY RESIDENTIAL ZONES, AND AMENDING SECTIONS
17.10.050, 17.10.060, 17.12.050, 17.12.060, 17.14.050, 17.14.060, 17.16.050, 17.16.060,
17.18.060, 17.18.070,17.20.060, 17.22.060, AND 17.24.060 TO ALLOW
ACCESSORY DWELLING UNITS AND JUNIOR ACCESSORY DWELLING UNITS
CONSISTENT WITH STATE LAW

WHEREAS, Government Code Sec. 65852.2 and 65852.22 provide for accessory
dwelling units and junior accessory dwellings units by-right throughout the State of California in
all zoning districts that permit residential uses; and

WHEREAS, Government Code Sec. 65852.2 and 65852.22 allow the City of Etna to
regulate accessory dwelling units and junior accessory dwellings units by ordinance provided
the City’s regulations are consistent with state law; and

WHEREAS, to encourage and facilitate the development of new housing opportunities in
the city, as well as to promote and protect the public health, safety, peace, comfort and general
welfare, the City desires to adopt regulations for accessory dwelling units and junior accessory
dwellings units consistent with state law.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED the City Council of the City of Etna does ordain
as follows:

SECTION I: Chapter 17.52, Accessory Dwelllng Units, is hereby added to the City of Etna
Municipal Code to read as follows i

Chapter 17.52
ACCESSORY DWELLING UNITS

Sections:
17.30.010 Purpose.
17.30.020 Definitions.
17.30.030 Accessory dwelling unit criteria.
17.30.040 Junior accessory dwelling unit criteria.

17.30.010 Purpose.

This chapter provides for accessory dwelling units (ADU) and junior accessory dwelling units
(JADU) consistent with Government Code Sections 65852.2 and 65852.22.

17.30.020 Definitions.

A. “Accessory dwelling unit” (or “second dwelling unit") means an attached or a detached
residential dwelling unit that provides complete independent living facilities for one or more
persons and is located on a lot with a proposed or existing primary residence. It shall include
permanent provisions for living, sleeping, eatlng, cooking, and sanitation on the same parcel
as the single-family or multifamily dwelllng ls or will be situated. An accessory dwelling unit
also includes the following:
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1. An efficiency unit.
2. A manufactured home, as defined in Section 18007 of the Health and Safety Code.

B. “Junior accessory dwelling unit" means a unit that is no more than 500 square feet in size
and contained entirely within a single-family residence. A junior accessory dwelling unit may
include separate sanitation facilities or may share sanitation facilities with the existing
structure.

17.30.030 Accessory dwelling unit criteria.
A. Location.

1. Accessory dwelling units are permitted by right in all zoning districts that allow single-
family residential and multifamily residential as a principally permitted use.

2. Accessory dwelling units are permittet! by right in the nonresidential zoning districts (C-1,
C-2, and M) only when the property is developed with an existing or proposed single-
family or multifamily dwelling for which a use permit was issued pursuant to Chapter
17.36.

3. In addition, an existing dwelling unit that complies with the development standards for
accessory dwelling units in subsection E of this section may be considered an accessory
dwelling unit, and a new principal unit may be constructed, which would then be
considered the principal dwelling unit.

B. Limitation.
1. Single-Family Residential.

a. No more than one accessory dwelling unit and one junior accessory dwelling unit
shall be located on the same parcel that allows single-family dwellings.

2. Muitifamily Residential.

a. No more than two detached accessory dwelling units shall be allowed on a parcel
zoned multifamily residential.

b. When the accessory dwelling unit is created within a portion of the existing
multifamily dwelling structure that is not used as livable space, and if each space
complies with applicable building and health and safety codes, the number of
accessory dwelling units allowed'on'a multlfamlly property is limited to not more than
25 percent of the number-of multifamily dwelling units on the property, except that at
least one accessory dwelling unit shall be allowed.

C. Occupancy. Owner occupancy of a dwelling on the property is not required between January
1, 2020 and January 1, 2025. Thereafter, owner-occupancy shall be required in one of
dwellings.

D. All requirements and regulations of the district in which the lot is situated shall apply, except
as set forth in subsection E of this section.

E. Conditions. An accessory dwelling unit may be established by the conversion of an attic,
basement, garage, or other portion of an existing residential unit or by new construction, by
the conversion of an accessory structure, or by new construction provided the following
criteria are met:

1. Floor Area. The floor area of the accessory dwelling unit shall not exceed:
a. Parcels sized 10,000 square feet or greater: 1,200 square feet.
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b. All other parcels: 850 square feet.for a studio or one-bedroom accessory dwelling
unit, or 1,000 square feet fpr an accessory dwelling unit that provides for more than
one bedroom. '

. The increased floor area of an attached accessory dwelling unit shall not exceed 800
square feet or 50 percent of the existing living area, whichever is greater.

. Height. The height of a one-story detached accessory dwelling unit shall not exceed 17
feet, and a detached two-story accessory dwelling unit shall not exceed 25 feet.

. Architecture.

a. Accessory dwelling units shall be substantially compatible with the principal dwelling
and the neighborhood.

b. For accessory dwelling units located within the required setbacks of the primary
residence, all windows along the wall facing the adjoining property line within the
required setback shall be clerestory (minimum of five feet, six inches sill height
above the finished floor) or shall have permanently obscured glazing. Windows that
vary from this standard may be allowed with written approval from the adjacent
property owner that faces the window(s).

. Setbacks.

a. An accessory dwelling unit attached to the primary residence shall be subject to the
same minimum side, front, and rear setback requirements as the primary residence.

b. One-story accessory dwelling units (both attached and detached) shall have side
and rear setbacks of not less than four feet.

c. No setback shall be required for a garage or other accessory structure which was
constructed with a building permit as of January 1, 2020, that is converted to an
accessory dwelling unit.

d. A setback of no more than five feet from the side and rear lot lines shall be required
for an accessory dwelling unit that is constructed above a garage.

. Manufactured and Mobile Homes. Manufactured and mobile home accessory dwelling
units that meet the requirements of State law shall be allowed provided they are
constructed on a permanent foundation, are substantially compatible with the principal
unit, and adhere to the development standards set forth in this chapter.

. Utility Connections. At the discretion of the city engineer, utility connections (sewer,
water, electricity, telephone) may or may not be connected to the principal dwelling unit.
If utility connections are separate from the principal unit, power and telephone lines shall
be underground from the point of source as approved by the respective utility purveyor
to the accessory dwelling unit. However:

a. For the creation of an accessory dwelling unit contained within the existing space of
a single-family residence or accessory structure, the city shall not require the
applicant to install a new orf"§epéfate utility connection directly between the
accessory dwelling unit and the utility or impose a related connection fee or capacity
charge.

. Selling Accessory Dwelling - Units. The accessory dwelling unit shall not be sold
separately from the primary dwelling unless the existing lot is divided into two or more
lots consistent with city lot dimension and lot area standards resulting the primary and
accessory residential structures being on individual lots. Full separate utility connections
for all habitable structures shall be a requirement of approval of the lot division.
